· Description of weather conditions:

(Dry, cloudy, drizzle, rain, snow, ice, temperature, etc.)

· Description of storage/stowage of the product prior loading:

(Is cargo placed at open storage/closed shed/ covered by polyethylene sheets/wet due to snow or rain, stored alongside vessel prior loading or arrival by open/closed trucks?)

· Description of packing material around the product, if present:

(Are there Aluminium protection edges, corner profiles, cardboard circumference sheeting, steel or nylon/synthetic securing straps/bands around circumference and bilge of coils? Are there any broken straps, torn wrapping material or cuts in outer packing, are inner contents visible? Is there dirt, dust, wet, oil or grease stains on the packing materials? Are there signs of atmospheric or fresh water rust forming or advanced corrosion signs present on the steel packing straps? Are the aluminium corner edges discolouring white? Etc.)

· Description of the steel product itself:

(Is rust forming present on the steel product? What type of rust is present, early light rust dust which can still be wiped away, fresh water rust, which is light red in colour and not penetrated into the deeper layers of the product, or is there advance corrosion pitting present with dark red coloured rust scaling? Is the product covered with a thin layer of mill scaling, or is the product already the finished product?)

· Description of loading:

(Are slings, braided chains, loading platforms, forklifts used during loading? How many steel products are hoisted simultaneously?)

· Description of Lashing and securing:

(Is sufficient and proper transversely dunnage timber placed on the tanktop prior to loading? Are wooden wedges and securing timber placed between the steel products to secure same properly? In what way and which material is used to secure the steel products in the cargo holds?)

· Description of Specific damage remarks:

(Any damage or anomaly must be remarks precisely, the identification number of the steel product must be recorded with a brief description of the damage. This will enable claims handlers to relocate such damage at a later stage.)
